Christmas Eve, and how that
one day seemed to anchor my

I It started early in the

W morning when Colleen would

post a jobs list for each of us.

Some of the jobs where serious;
“clean your room” for the girls, “haul up the tree decorations”
for me, “vacuum and dust” for Colleen. Some of the jobs were
fun, such as “cut down the tree and haul it in” (we put up our
tree on Christmas Eve back then). And some of the jobs were
just funny, like “play with your sister” or “hug your wife.”
The jobs took the better part of the day, but they served a very
real purpose; they kept us busy, which is especially important
for young children.

Then came supper; usually something quick, requiring
very little in terms of preparation and clean-up. Then it was
off to church. The church our children grew up in only had a
single, seven o’clock service on Christmas Eve. But, oh, what
a service it was. There were the traditional Christmas carols,
the Christmas story, usually some unexpected treat, and the
candles. For me, it just isn’t Christmas without lighting the
candles while we sing “Silent Night.” Each Christmas Eve
that one, single moment in the church service propels me back
to my own childhood and the look on every face in the church
as the room was filled with that incredible glow.

After church it was time to head home; that’s when things
really picked up. The tree would get decorated (once the
kids were too old for Santa to do it after they were in bed),
stockings would get hung, presents would be brought out
and placed under the tree (where mom would organize
them before morning), fudge would get made, we’d gather
around the piano and sing carols, and of course, 1’d read the
story from the Gospel of Luke. What a night it was. No
wonder it provided the anchor for my year.

The really nice thing about
traditions is that they never remain
static. It’s just Colleen and me now—
the kids are grown and making their
own traditions and memories—and
some of our traditions have changed.
We have an artificial tree now, so we
no longer cut down our tree on that
day, and since being a pastor means
I’m pretty busy on Christmas Eve we
decorate our tree a little earlier in the
week. Of course, there are two
services now, which | dearly enjoy.
There is something profoundly power-
ful to me about a Christmas Eve
service in which we share the
sacrament of Holy Communion.
Colleen and I don’t get home till well
past midnight, so our time of gathering
around the piano is not quite the same,
since it is just the two of us and our
sopranos are no longer home. 1I’m also
trying not to eat so much fudge, so we
often remove that part of our ritual
from the evening. Still it is Christmas
Eve, and the traditions that echo in my
memory seem to blend with our new
traditions and somehow everything
comes out just fine.

Whatever your traditions—be they
old and familiar or new and evolving--
wherever this Christmas Eve may find
you, | pray that God richly blesses you
and yours.

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Heritage Notes—A Page from our History — aic A

S ome of the following was taken from a history of the Methodist Church in Hazardville, Connecticut,
written on the occasion of the 100" anniversary of the ‘new’ building in 1972 and whose author is
unknown. Other observations were written by the church historian.

Thus far we have read about the rise of Methodism in Hazardville, Connecticut, from the earliest
settlers to the year 1935. The new brick structure was built in 1872 and continues as the Methodist’s house
of worship for this community to the present day (2010).

We read in the history (written in 1972), that the year 1909 saw the installation of electric lights in
the sanctuary. This system replaced the gasoline lights which had replaced the original kerosene lamps.

The next change in the building came in 1923 when an addition was built on the rear or south wall of
the church providing space for a Ladies’ Parlor, classrooms, a kitchen and a heating plant. During the
next year Mrs. George Gordon donated an Estey pipe organ, and Mrs. David Gordon donated the beautiful
pictorial stained glass windows. The church was rededicated by Bishop Hughes of the New England Area,
and the dedicatory prayer was by the Reverend Thomas Tyrie, a former pastor who had spent ten years in
Hazardville.

During the Pastorate of the Reverend Homer Ginns the basement room known as the Gilbert Pierce
Room was excavated. Gilbert was the first WWII casualty of the parish. He was killed in Belgium in
December 1944 at the age of nineteen. (Note: He is buried in the Hazardville Cemetery on EIm Street).

Herewith is an account of the excavation that took place, written by William Munsell who helped with the
actual work of that project.

Proceeding with the history as written in 1972 — The year 1957 saw two innovations. In February the
first number of our church paper, “Steeple Tidings” was published, and in March Mrs. Scoville Wightman
(Betty) opened her kindergarten in the vestry. Since then two other kindergartens have at times also rented
space from the church.

Our latest addition, the Education Building, was erected in 1961. Preliminary to this, a house on EIm
Street was bought for use as a parsonage and the existing parsonage just west of the church was torn down
making space for the new wing. This addition contained 12 classrooms, church office, Pastor’s study,
kitchen facilities and an auditorium. This not only provided the church with the means to expand Sunday
School work and to take care of social needs, but also gave the church an
opportunity to serve the community. Many diverse groups have used the hall,
including the Enfield Choral Society, Scout Groups, Weight Watchers, and
others. In 1967 the Education Department of the Town of Enfield rented five
rooms from September to January for regular public school sessions. At present
the Enfield Day Care Center, opened in 1970, uses the facilities five days a week.
