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Some Thoughts from Me: rev. pave

ASI sit here to write

this column the church is
ablaze with activity. Folks
are getting ready for the
Harvest Fair. The Fellowship
Hall has been transformed
into a crafter’s paradise.
The Yates Room has
become Grandma’s Attic.
Tables are filling up with
homemade pickles and
jams and preserves. The
kitchen is being stocked for the lunches that will be served.
Signs are out. The word is out. And people are busy getting
ready. It is a wonderful and exciting time. And while I watch
all the activity taking place, I can’t help but think of a ques-
tion that I have heard people ask from time to time; why do
we do it? What is it all about? I actually have heard one per-
son (not here at HUMC) suggest that instead of putting on
“some type of fall fair” people should be engaged in “real
ministry” instead. So as I watch a group of very dedicated
and committed people working so hard to prepare for
this year’s fair, I thought I would address some of those
questions and very misguided critiques.

Why do we hold a fair every year? What is it all about?
Well, it’s not about making money, I can tell you that. Yes,
we do make money. And yes, we count on that money. But
the Fair is not about the money. If we never held a fair we’d
find other ways to raise the funds we need. If we never held
a fair we’d adjust our budget expectations. If we never held
a fair we’d do something else. It’s not about the money.
What the Fair is about is fellowship. What the Fair is about
is Evangelism. What the Fair is about is mission. What the
Fair is about is ministry—real ministry. And lest you think I
am exaggerating, let’s look at each one of those claims I just
made.

First, the Fair is about fellowship. Since February a group
of very dedicated ladies has met on a weekly basis to work
on crafts and plan for this year’s fair. But more importantly,
while they worked on their crafts they shared each other’s

lives. They caught up with one another
about what was going on. They shared
together. And they prayed together. For
months I have sat in my office on Wednes-
day mornings to hear sounds of riotous
laughter emanating from the Yates Room
as these ladies simply engaged in the act of
Christian fellowship with one another.

But more than fellowship, the fair is
about Evangelism. This coming weekend
hundreds of people will pass through the
doors of our church. They will encounter
our members—each member wearing a
smile—and they will look around to see all
of the telltale signs of a group of people
who genuinely enjoy working, and playing,
and living and worshipping together. That
is a rare commodity in our world today. To
open these doors for something as simple
as a Harvest Fair is simply one more way
of sharing the Gospel—the Good News—
of Jesus Christ with a starving world.

Our Fair is also about mission, for
much of the income that we make here
will be used to underwrite our missional
outreaches. Both the missions supported
by our own Outreach Committee, and the
missions that are made possible by our
denominational Mission Shares receive
financial support from the Fair proceeds.
Each craft that is sold, each jam, each jelly,
each hotdog, each white elephant becomes
a means for changing someone’s life. The
New England Ministry portion of our
Mission Shares (which is the portion of
Mission Shares we are currently working
on) makes camping opportunities available
for youth throughout New England, so it is
not a stretch to say that our Fair, and those
who support it, is changing the lives of

young people here in Connecticut and throughout the rest of New England. All of this means, of course,
that to prepare for, and put on a Harvest Fair is to be engaged in ministry; real, true, ministry. A fair is not
just a fund raiser. It is a chance for people to find their place, to share with others, to reach out in the
name of Christ, and to change lives both here and abroad. How many times can someone say that they are
a part of something so big and so powerful? That is what our Fair is, and it is why I get so excited listen-
ing to all of the sounds of preparation taking place right outside my office door. And that is why, to every-
one who worked at, bought from, or prayed for our Fair, I say thank you.

During the 1984 sanctuary renovation, the need for a new organ was discussed but in fine tuning the
definition of “renovation” the committee concluded that to include the purchase of a new organ (or even
fixing the existing organ) would adulterate the purpose of the renovation project.

Ten years later, in 1994, with the gradual aging and mechanical problems plaguing our 70 year old Estey
pipe organ, it was time to take some affirmative action to improve our musical program.

An organ “search committee” was formed with various committees of the church represented. We contacted
various organ companies/agents to submit possible solutions to us ranging from simply fixing the instrument
we already owned to the purchase of a new pipe organ and all the possibilities in between.

The committee as a whole, and some members individually, visited out of town locations to see and hear
organs located in comparable sanctuary situations such as ours. Based on what we heard we submitted seven
possible solutions to the administrative board for their consideration. Some of those were as follows: a new
pipe organ, a complete renovation of our Estey pipe organ, three different electronic organs, and two of the
new, combination organs which combined pipe and modern electronic capabilities.

The committee made one strong recommendation to accept the bid from John Rose of Integrity Designs
Associates for installation of an Albourn-Gallanti electronic/pipe combination organ using 6 ranks of our
existing pipe organ along with the new technology of digital imaging through the use of electronics at a cost
of $52,000.

The beautiful sound of this organ was the overwhelming decision maker for the committee, along with the
fact that the Albourn-Gallanti company would leave our existing pipes intact and use the best of the ranks
included with the digital imaging. A%

The administrative board voted to accept the recommendation of the committee and the new organ
was installed in August and dedicated in November of 1994.
