Another phase of work taken up was neighborhood meetings, held alternately at Jabbock, and in Scitico.

In order to insure a good attendance at every meeting, the society was divided into four groups, each group
going in as full numbers as possible when it came their turn.

The records of the society stopped short in February 1900 but began with such enthusiasm that we hoped it
would prove an omen that would signify continuance. That hope has been fully realized.

Once again we reorganized, and the first motion struck at a thing that has troubled the society now and again,
all through its history. The record is this: “A motion is made and seconded that we have a Y.P.S.C.E.* with-
out a pledge.” This was unanimously voted against. Former secretaries have left many things unrecorded - -
I am thankful that this WAS recorded. No social union, merely, was being organized, but a Christian
Endeavor Society whose motto is “FOR CHRIST AND THE CHURCH.” All honor to those former mem-
bers who voted unanimously for the pledge, trusting in Jesus Christ for strength to keep it.

In a week’s time the society had forty-two names enrolled, officers and committees elected, and were once
more alive. In July 1900 the official board voted to change the preaching service to seven o’clock so that our
prayer meeting could come at a more reasonable hour. It has been at six-fifteen ever since. Almost every
business meeting for a number of months, from two to five persons were voted in as members until, in less
than a year from our second reorganization, sixty-four members were enrolled.

We began to plan for the purchase of a piano in November 1905 - - the proceeds of an oyster supper were the
first contribution to it; a birthday party was tried next, when each one brought pennies to equal his age; then a
dollar social, where much fun and work were combined and where many dollars were brought in.

After three years of effort, the fund was completed and Mr. E. C. Allen, from whom it was purchased, was
paid in full.

Ever since reorganization in 1900, the society has met regularly for business and

a social time once a month, the first part of the meeting being given over to business
and the latter part of the meeting to social enjoyment. For the last ten years the
society has omitted all services during July and August, but there seems to be a
getting together again readily after the vacation.

In 1911, Miss Whiton was the Society’s delegate to the National Christian
Endeavor Convention at Atlantic City. Her splendid report was so full that
it took the place of a regular Sunday evening preaching service.

What you need:

* An adult o help

* Yy cup butter or margarine

* 1% cups sugar

* legg

* 1 cup cooked or canned pumpkin

* 1 teaspoon vanilla

* 24 cups all-purpose flour

* 1 teaspoon baking powder

* 1 teaspoon baking soda

* Y teaspoon salt

* 1 teaspoon nutmeg

* 1 teaspoon cinnamon

* 1% cups diced, roasted almonds

* 1 cup chocolate pieces

* Raffia or fall-colored ribbon
(optional)

What you do:
1. Cream butter and sugar together

until light and fluffy.

2. Beat in egg, pumpkin and vanilla.

3. In separate bowl, mix flour, baking
powder, baking soda, salt, nutmeg
and cinnamon.

4. Add dry mix to creamed mixture.

5. Add almonds and chocolate pieces;
mix thoroughly.

6. Drop by teaspoons onto well-
greased cookie sheets.

7. Bake at 350 degrees for 15 minutes
or until lightly browned.

8. Cool on racks. Makes about six
dozen.

9. Stack two cookies on top of each
other. Then tie them like a present
with the raffia or ribbon. Give the
cookies to friends and family to

thank them for their friendship.
